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V. ADMISSIONS AND WITHDRAWALS

1. All candidates seeking admission must apply using
the form supplied and submit their transfer Certificate
and the statement of marks at the time of admission.

2. No candidate will be enrolled or allowed to attend
classes if she fails to remit the tuition fee on or before
the notified date.

3. A student who leaves the institution in the middle of
a semester cannot claim refund of fee as a matter of right.
